Message:
The Commission for Cultural Affairs is established by state law (NRS 233C.200, et. seq.) to advise the Department of Cultural Affairs on matters pertaining to the preservation and promotion of Nevada's cultural resources. The Commission is composed of representatives of the Nevada Humanities Committee, the Board of Museums and History, the Nevada Arts Council, the State Council on Libraries and Literacy, and the tourism industry.
At a meeting of the CCA on March 6, 2014 Commissioners reviewed fifteen grant applications. Commissioners selected $1,000,000 in projects to be funded.

The Commissioners approved an amendment to the current 10-year plan to add the list of 2014 approved grant awards. The Commission approved a department request to proceed with identification of funding to support the planning process for the next 10-year plan.
Subsequent to the our CCA meeting, the Board of Finance voted unanimously to sell GO Bonds in the amount of $1,000,000 to support the Commission grants made at the CCA meeting of March 6, 2014.  According to testimony from Lori Chatwood of the Treasurer’s office, the bonds will go on sale April 2, 2014 and will close on April 22, 2014 when the funds will be available. The Governor read through the list of grantees at the meeting and stated that there was a nice mix of recipients.
