How to Obtain a Personal Copy of the Religious 

Book of Your Choice 

Option One:

You may purchase a blank digital Talking Book cartridge from the American Printing House for the Blind for $13.00 (catalog number 1-02609-00, 4 gigabytes).  Their phone number is 1-800-223-1839.  After you receive the cartridge, send it to the Nevada Talking Book Services, and we will download the religious book of your choice onto it for you.  

The blank cartridge may be sent via US Mail as Free Matter for the Blind. Be sure to put your name and address on it.

Option Two:

Nevada Talking Books (NVTB) can download a copy of the religious book of your choice onto a USB flash drive.  Please provide a new USB flash drive in an unopened package. You can purchase one from any office supply store, Wal-Mart, Target, etc.  It should have at least 1 gigabyte (GB) of storage space, although you will typically find those with 2 to 4 (GB).  These usually cost around $10.00.  If possible, avoid using larger capacity drives (8 gigabytes or higher), since sometimes they can contain built-in software which may interfere with the NLS player.  The USB flash drive then plugs into the port on the right-hand side of the machine. 

The flash drive may be sent via US Mail as Free Matter for the Blind. Be sure to put your name and address on it.

Option Three:

You may contact Audio Bibles for the Blind, a division of Aurora Ministries.  A $15 suggested donation* is requested to purchase a blank cartridge for you.  They will load the cartridge with the Audio Bible of your choice and mail it to you all ready for use in your digital player.  For this option, you can order by:

Option Four:

You can order from Braille Bibles International in Braille, large print and audio. The audio version is free, but you must provide an eye report or doctor’s statement that you have a visual impairment. They offer the audio in the King James Version and the New Living Translation in English only.
