SEARCHING VOYAGER FOR TITLES IN A SPECIFIC LANGUAGE
Using the prompts highlighted in green
Limiting Searches
Limiting your search allows you to narrow your search by restricting it to those records containing certain features. For books in a particular language, use options presented on a separate page reached by clicking on the Set Search Limits button from the Basic Search or Guided Search screens. 

Set Limits

One or more of the following search limits can be used
· Date (the year in which the title was produced in special format)

· Language of the material 

· Medium (e.g. braille, sound recording, large print, tactile map) 

· Type (music)

· Location (NLS or other agencies)
Select a category by highlighting an option within the scroll window by clicking on it with the mouse or using the keyboard.

To select more than one medium, hold down the key (or key on the Macintosh) while making additional selections.

Once all limits selections have been highlighted, click on the button labeled "Set Search Limits". This button appears both at the top and bottom of the Search Limits box. The following message appears on all search screens, once limits have been activated: Search limits are in effect (will not work etc.)

Language

Select the language of your choice. To select a language, highlight it on the drop down listbox by clicking on it with the mouse or using the keyboard.

A quick way to get to the necessary part of the alphabet is to type the first letter of the language. This technique can be used only to make a single selection in a limits category. Alternatively, scroll through the list using the mouse controls.

To select more than one language, hold down the <Ctrl> key (or <Apple> key on the Macintosh) while making additional selections. 

The "Language" limit reflects only the primary or predominant language of the material, because only one language can be recorded in the data field used for limiting.

Medium
The drop-down menu allows you to select one or more medium. Select Sound Recording for audio books.
Type

The drop-down menu allows you to select one or more medium. Select Talking Books. 
Location
Use this limit to exclude Braille, music and books help by Canadian Libraries and Learning Ally.

Select NLS and Locally Produced Network Books.This restricts retrieval to only sound recordings held by NLS and network libraries. 

Set Search Limits

Once all limit selections have been highlighted, click on the button labeled “Set Search Limits”. This button appears both at the top and bottom of the Search Limits box. The following message appears on all search screens, once limits have been activated: Search limits are in effect.

Basic Search

Enter your search terms. Choose “Command Keyword” for type of search.

Removing Limits

Limits will stay in effect until they are removed. You can remove limits by clicking on the button labeled "Clear Search Limits" which appears below the search boxes on the search page and at the bottom of the Search Limits box.
Command Keyword

Restrict words or phrases to a particular index, or area of the catalog record, by preceding them with the appropriate index code prior to the word or phrase, e.g.,SKEY “Adventure fiction”  for <Command Keyword>; SKEY stands for subject keyword
